II. 
Minutes of the last meeting  
Minutes from 11/16/06 meeting -  approved

III. 
The Beautification Award was presented to Francis Orr owners, Mr. and Mrs. Malmon.  Harriet Malmon accepted the award. The Malmon’s relayed the process they went through for the remodel and expressed their frustrations with the permit process and ADA requirements.  The interior and exterior design was done by Victor Michael. It was discussed that the city is hiring additional planners and plan checkers to improve the process.

Bryan Rayner from Holiday Lighting presented a bid for the Christmas lighting of the village for this year.  He explained that he doesn’t have a large full time staff like DekraLite so he is able to keep his overhead down.  Val questioned him at length about his ability to handle this large job.  Mr. Rayner explained that he is currently working with the other BIDs in Newport Beach and is confident that he could not only do the job but do it better and at less cost.  He offered that since he lives in CdM, the issues the BID experienced last year with non-working lights would be taken care of immediately and personally by him.  Val said that the problem with the lights was caused by the ground fault breakers shutting off due to moisture in the air.  Also all the plugs (even those wrapped in cellophane and duct tape) will continue to trip – just like they do in Irvine Terrace. Mr. Rayner committed to replace any plants that may be damaged by his workers in the Marguerite medians.  Scott advised that since the BID is up for renewal on 7/31/07 a contract would have to wait until after that time.  Mr. Rayner said he needs a lead time of 3 months and asked if a contract could be signed with him in August.  He was advised that he may be invited back at that time.
