II. 
Public Comments

Angela said she has a new fabric she wants to use that should allow air and sunlight through to the foliage.  She was directed to contact Wade Roberts for his approval of the fabric.

City Council Report

· Nancy said that the new entrance signs for Newport Beach are being installed.  Do we want a Corona del Mar sign at our South entrance? The Newport Beach sign can be moved to Crystal Cove.  The consensus was in favor of a Corona del Mar sign.

· Scott Palmer was unable to attend.  John said that he was unhappy with the progress of the collections of unpaid BID fees.  Dan Trimble said that the code can be rewritten to allow the BID fee to be collected with the business license fee.

BID Projects

· Ed said that the sidewalk standards/materials are to be added to the next City Council agenda.
· Street lane changes to PCH at the Marguerite intersections were discussed.  No cones have been set out yet and no date for this is known.  Are there business parking concerns? 

· The more costly of the two options for the crosswalk at Iris is set in the city budget.

· Parking was discussed.

· John said that the medians are looking shabby.  There are weeds and some if the plants have died.

· Jeff Brown, CEO of Brown Equity Partners said that he supports the light/crosswalk at Iris and is able to get support from his tenants if it is needed.  
· Sharon reported that she walked the district and noted the location of benches and trash receptacles.  Trash receptacle is needed at the bus stop at Orchid.  McKibbon has added a bench.  Sparse areas are Sherman Gardens, Oysters, Port, Anthonys, Bank of America and Dog Wash blocks.  Many of the trash receptacles have peeling paint at the bottom.  One of the newsstands in front of the Port is badly broken and is an eyesore.   
· Medians are out to bid.  Construction is expected to begin in July and be finished before fall.

John said that he is not going to serve on the committee next year.  BJ also said she will not serve again.  Chip emailed his resignation last week.  Phillip has entered his nomination; however, that leaves 3 empty seats on the committee.
