Call to Order at 7:30 AM

II. 
Public Comments  
· Linda said she was surprised no one was here today from KOCI FM station since their public affairs director, Brian Helvy, told her someone was going to come today to present a plan for a new non-profit local community based FM radio station in Newport Beach.  Sharon said Brian had also visited her and indicated they were going through the City to place their antennae in Corona del Mar.  He wanted to know if he also needed approval from the BID. · Bernie introduced Ali Zadeh, the owner of the Port Restaurant.  Ali is interested in serving on the BID and spoke about his background in healthcare software and recent experience in restaurants.  Ali is very interested in maintaining and continuing the improvements in Corona del Mar.

City Council Report

· Nancy said that we will be notified on the date for the lane change test.  It will be set soon.

· The concession at Big Corona beach will be a snack bar and not a restaurant but it will have longer hours.  They are waiting for more proposals.

· There is a shortage of 15 foot King palms due to frost damage so it will delay our landscaping completion or we will have to choose a smaller size.  Ed proposed that all the other work be done and that we hold money and go back next year and plant the palms.  We need approx. 25 palms – 36” box.  John suggested the city try the Plant Stand who may have some of these palms.

· Ed said that the sidewalk standards should be on the City Council Agenda for 7/24.

Financial Report

· Scott Palmer said that the BID was renewed for another year.
· The Dolphin budget was discussed.  Scott is unable to determine if the bills are within the budget.  Sharon will check on it and meet with Angela Cortright.
· Scott will revise the budget and add the Dolphins $500 decorating allowance that was approved in May.

· George said that the City Attorney is still working on the approval of the change to the municipal code that will enable collection of the BID fee with the business license.

A. Holidy Decor

· Val presented the DekraLite bid of $20,556.58.  The items were discussed and compared to the Holiday Harbor Lighting Co. bid of $17,005.00.  The DekraLite bid contains an item of “10 lit palm trees for $980.00” which looks like it could be a mistake.  Sharon will call them and get clarification. 

· Discussion continued regarding which company to use.  The consensus was that DekraLite has been doing a good job for us and our holiday décor committee leader Carol Skoro has a good working relationship with them.  

· Motion:  Bernie moved to approve DekraLite’s bid contingent on the resolution of the 10 lit palm trees and to have them bid decorating the clock tower.  Seconded and passed unanimous.
VII. 
Committee Vacancies

· John, BJ, and Phillip are not renewing and Skip has resigned.  Discussion concerned filling the vacancies. 

· Motion:  Bernie nominated Ali Zadeh to fill Skip’s vacancy (for the remainder of his term).  Seconded and passed unanimous.

· George said that he did not get any nominations from the last ballot mailing. Scott will send out another ballot mailing which will include the letter that Mark wrote about the BID.

· Website was updated.  Check it out.

· Complaint from a business that the property owner, Charlie Masters, will not replace a broken glass window because the city red-tagged the building. Evidently improvements were done without permits.  

· We need a list of plants that we can approve for planting in the tree wells.  Some of the businesses have put in plants that require too much water and may damage the trees.  Sharon will get a list from Wade.

· Surveillance signs in the city parking lot were removed.

· New BID posters are in process.
