I. Call to Order at 7:30 AM

II. Approval of Minutes for 6/26/08

· Minutes were approved unanimous
III. Public Comments

· Tim Latimer, Warehouse/Field Op Manager for Freedom Orange County Information (OC Register, Coast, etc.) for discussion on newspaper racks in Corona del Mar.  The OC Register owns and installs the racks that sell their publications.  The damaged racks are likely the result of a lack of City code enforcement.  Tim has a list of all the contacts for the publications and he will pass it on to Katie so she can follow up with them on the condition of their racks.  Tim did not think that moving the racks around the corner at most of the locations described to him would be an issue with his company.  Types of newspaper racks and modules were discussed.  Scott Bergey will look into these.

IV. Nomination and Election of Board 
· Nominations were taken for Chairman, Vice-Chairman and Secretary/Treasurer. 

· Bernie Svalstad was nominated for Chairman; Tom Nicholson was nominated for Vice-Chairman; Sharon Dawson was nominated for Secretary/Treasurer.  
Vote:  Bernie, Tom and Sharon elected unanimously.

V.  Administration & Financial Report
· Scott advised that there is $72,372.00 in the bank.

· Sharon updated on the D & O insurance cost.  The BID can get additional coverage for Employment Practice Liability coverage for $210.00 (same $1mil limit).  This was discussed and a vote was taken to approve the additional expense.  Unanimous vote to decline the additional coverage.

VI. By-Laws Amendment – Annual Meeting Date

VII.  City Report
· Katie updated everyone on the palm trees – 18 King palms were acquired and are growing in the City’s yard.  It may take 2 years before they reach the required height to plant in the medians on PCH.
· Katie has the list of poles that were found to be in poor condition.  All have now been replaced.  Bernie asked for a count of how many light poles we have in CdM.  Katie will get that information to him.
· Katie has the specs on the new light poles that match the “Vision Plan” design.  The cost for purchase, engineer design and installation will be $7,500 each.  Also, the shorter, pedestrian poles will be the same cost.  This was discussed and the board suggested a meeting with Public Works, the manufacturer and the BID on the installation issue.
· Katie confirmed that benches and trash bin were ordered and should arrive about the 29th.
· Repairs to the existing benches and trash bins were discussed.  Katie said the City will powder coat the damaged benches and trash bins for $88.00 each.  Scott B. said that 37 trash cans are damaged.  He found a company and their charge to powder coat is $64.00 per bench plus a charge of $125 for pick up and delivery.  3 – 4 days for repairs.  Katie said that General Services will need to unbolt the benches.  2Guard is more expensive.
VIII.  Vision Plan

· Bernie said that Tim from Rogers Gardens is working on the hanging baskets.  Katie said she gave Tim the information on the company that makes the brackets for the light poles.

IX. City Council Report

· Nancy reported that the Port Theater applied for a liquor license

· Rehab homes issue was discussed; Ed said that the City’s new regulation goes beyond the CA state law.

· News rack maintenance was discussed.  Balboa Island as an example has a big issue with maintenance also.

X. Holiday Décor 

· Stacy Jordan from Dekra-Lite attended and the décor for the holiday season was discussed.  The garlands on the light poles will be discontinued – palm tree lights discussed.    She will provide a new bid for approval.
· Angela said the dolphins will be decorated with cornstalks and pumpkins for the Fall season.
XI.  CdM Chamber Report

· Linda took a vote for the Beautification Award.  3 awards were voted unanimously – Rothschild remodel; Wacovia Bank building; Rose’s Doughnuts building.  One will be covered in the next 3 newsletters.

· Linda asked where she can get an updated (GIS) map of Corona del Mar for her shopping in CdM brochure.
