Public Comments

· Val passed around photos of sections of PCH through Corona del Mar that look shabby; Port Theater, Orchid corner and Seward below Gallo’s. 5. 1,401.96     Addition of colored LED bulbs for top of palms at Christmas only (this goes with #4)

6. $6,640.84   Add 3 more 8” deer to median 

· Motion – Approve proposals #1 & #3 and request that our councilman, Dick Nichols, pay for #2 from his city money.  Approved unanimous.  Sharon will call Stacy at Dekra-Lite and confirm.
